QC/ALM 12.55 - Shared
Login Module does not
suppress Windows Azure AD
login cookies

The ALM Shared Login Module (SLM) creates an InPrivate browser window to handle
Single Sign-On signature requests from VERA. If the user is logging into to Windows with
their Azure AD account and this is the same login used for Single Sign-Onin ALM, then
the SLM does not suppressthe cookie and the user is able to sign a record without
confirming their credentials.

QC/ALM - Tests can be
created without
configurations using the MF
Excel Add-in

We have observed occurrences of tests being created without test configurations when
they are imported using the MF Excel Add-in. This is problematic, because those tests
cannotbe added to test sets. The root cause is unknown, and there is no known
workaround.

Tx3 generally discourages the usage of the MF Excel Add-in, because it allows users to
circumventthe VERA workflow. Test cases should be imported from Excel using the
VERA CSV Data Import Utility.

QC/ALM - Cannotproperly
control population of Target
Release/Cycle on
requirements when using
'Update Selected...'

Issue: When a VERA projectis configured to prevent Requirement Author users from
using ALM's feature that automatically populates Target Release/Cycle selections from
parentrequirements to children requirements, users will experience error conditions when
using the 'Update Selected...' feature on those fields.

Steps to reproduce:

1. Configure the VERA Records ManagementPolicy to prevent Editors from having

permission to use the "Populate Links" action.

2. Loginto ALM as a RequirementAuthor user.

3. Multii-selectseveral requirements. Ensure that at least one selected requirement
has children requirements.
Select the "Update Selected..." command from the Edit menu.
Modify the Target Release field of the selected requirements.
The user will encounter at least one error message stating the "Operation was
cancelled". In some situations, the user's ALM client may even hang.

Limitation: In this scenario, VERA has no abilityto supress ALM's automatic "Populate
Links" action without causing ALM to generate error messages.

Analysis: The error conditions described above may cause significantuser frustrations,
and Tx3 encourages editors to avoid using the "Update Selected..." action to modify the
Target Release and Target Cycle fields of requirements. These fields can be modified
withoutissue by using the "Assignto Release..." command, "Assign to Cycle..." command,
or by modifying the fields directly. The problem only occurs when using "Update
Selected...". However,itis importantto note that the configured control is properly
enforced throughout. Usersthat are not permitted to use the "Populate Link"action will

not be able to do so no matter how they update Target Releases/Cycles.

Note: Usersthat are not restricted from using the "Populate Link" action are not subjected
to this limitation.

QC/ALM - Editable
requirementfields with a
defaultvalue may not
initialize while changing
requirementtypes

Issue: When changing the Requirement Type field of a requirement, new fields thatare
added to the record based onthe new requirementtype will not initialize with their default
values (if applicable).
Steps to reproduce:
1. Assumingthata projectis configured such thatrequirementfolders have no GxP field
while all other requirementtypes do, and also assuming the default GxP valueis Y.
2. Selectarequirementfolderand open the Details view.
3. Changethe Requirement Type from Folderto Functional.
4. Results
1. The GxP field will be added to the requirementrecord.
2. The GxP field will not beinitialized to the defaultvalue of Y. Instead, it will be
blank.
Limitation: In this scenario,the VERA QC/ALM workflow scripthas no reliable way of
determining whether a blankfield isintentionally blank or blank because itis newly
displayed for the requirementtype.
Analysis: This behavioris by-design given the above limitation. When the user changes
the Requirement Type field, the VERA QC/ALM workflow scriptwill scan for blank fields
with configured defaultvalues. However, it will onlyinitialize the defaultvalue if the field is
a read-onlyfield. In this case, VERA knowsthe field is intended to be a system field and
that it can safely update its value. For fieldsthatare not read-only, VERA cannotreliably
determine whetherthe field is blank because it is new, or whetheritis blank because the
user had previously configured itto be blank. Therefore,the safestbehaviorisfor VERA
to leave the field as blank and require the user to intentionally populate a value.

QC/ALM - In Manual Runner,
linking a defectto a step
appearsto allow editing of
the Description/Expected field

Issue: Linking a defectto a run step causesthe Expected field of the run step to become
editableinthe UI.
Steps to reproduce:
1. Startarun
2. Linka defectto a step
3. Editthe Expectedresult field. The change will be allowed, butthe Manual Runner will
become "locked".
Limitation: Thisis a defectin the QC/ALM workflow scriptengine that cannotbe
circumvented or mitigated by Tx3. This issue has been observedto existin all supported
versions of QC/ALM.
Analysis: This issue has been deemed acceptible by Tx3 for the following reasons:
1. The issue is limited to the user interface. There is no scenario in which changesto
the Expected Results will be saved to the database.
2. No changesto Expected Results are saved to the Test Run.
3. No changesto Expected Results are saved to the Test Case.

QC/ALM - Issue with
renaming VERA policy filesin
version-controlled projects

A bug exists in ALM's file repository managementin which ALM can become confused
whenrenaming a VERA policy file while also uploading a new policy file of the same
name, all in the same version control operation.

Example:

1. Checkoutthe root requirementfolderina VERA project.

2. Rename the Records ManagementPolicy from "Records ManagementPolicy.json"to
"Records ManagementPolicy.json.bak".

3. Upload anew Records ManagementPolicy using the expected name of "Records
ManagementPolicy.json".

4. Check-inthe root requirement.

5. lIssue: The old Records ManagementPolicy will be used instead of the new one.
Impact: When testing policy file configurations, some admins like to archive their original
configurations by renaming the currentpolicy file before uploading the new one. This bug
will preventthe new policy file from being tested in this scenario.

Workaround: There are two recommended workarounds:

1. Complete the rename operation and the upload operation in two separate version
control operations. This will help the repository to properly detect the rename
operation.

2. OR: Archive current configurations by downloading to your PC instead of by
renaming.

QC/ALM - ALM Lab
Extension is not supported

The ALM Lab Extensionin QC/ALM cannotbe enabled for VERA projects. This extension
creates anissue in which VERA becomes unable to control access to the QC/ALM Manual
Runner. If the extension becomes enabled, then any user in the projectwill be able to
begin new test runs, regardless of user permissions, workflow states, or pre-execution
approvalrules.

QC/ALM 11.52 - Test Set
Designer Can Execute Tests

In certain instances, a Test Set Designer can use the Run button to begin to execute a
Test regardless of group membership, Test Set Status or Test Status. The Run cannot be
saved since some required (butnot editable) fields are missing.

VERA - Multi-selectfields are
not fully supportin policy
configurations

Multi-selectlist fields should notbe used when configuring rules for workflow transitions,
approval routes, etc. because VERA only supports exactly matching the entire contents of
a field. Referencing a multi-selectlistfield will work correctly in two scenarios:

¢ When the useronly selects a single value in the field

e When the policy configuration specifies the various combinations of value selections

that should be recognized.

The configuration will notwork correctly if the user selects multiple values and the rule
does not explicitly specify the selected combination of values.
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Summary

Description

QC/ALM - Cannotcontrol the
"Continue Manual Run"
feature from the Test Lab
Execution Grid

The QC/ALM workflow scripthas a limitation in which the Continue Manual Run action
cannotbe reliably evaluated from the Test Lab Execution Grid. This limitation createsthe
possibility that an Approved test run mightbe continued.

To mitigate this limitation, the VERA software will never allow a test run to be continued
from the Execution Grid. As a workaround, users mustopen eitherthe Test Instance
Details dialog or the Test Run Module grid before continuing atest run.

QC/ALM - Cannotcontrol
editability of the Baseline field
of test sets

In QC/ALM, the Baseline field of test sets will sometimes appearto be editable when it
should not be. The workflow is very inconsistentin enforcing the editability of that

field. However, this issue is considered acceptable because the workflow does correctly
preventusers from actually pinning or unpinning a baseline when the user does not have
permissionto do so. Meaning, evenwhen the fieldis editable, the user will not be able to
save changesto the field unlessthey are permitted to do so by the workflow.

QC/ALM - Cannotcontrol
editability of the Assigned to
Cycle field on test set folders

In QC/ALM, the Assigned to Cycle field of test set folders will always appearto be
editable. There is noway to make the field read-only via workflow. However, thisissue is
considered acceptable because the workflow does correctly preventusers from actually
assigning a test set folderto a cycle when the user does not have permissionto do so.
The behavioris misleading and confusing to users, because the user interface appearsto
let the user editthe Assigned to Cycle field. However, the actual link between the test
set folderand the cycle is never established in the backend, and any changes made to the
field will be lost when the user logs out.

QC/ALM - Convertto Tests is
not fully functional

The 'Convert to Tests...' feature of HPE ALM is not fully functional with VERA 2.x. The
following limitations apply:

1. The option'Convert lowest child requirements to design steps' will always
fail. The reasonis that HP ALM will attemptto generate the new test cases as
Approved, because Approved is the firstalphabetical workflow status. VERA will then
preventthe Approved test cases from being created.

2. The option'Convert lowest child requirements to tests' will also always fail for the
same reason described above.

3. The option'Generate Single Test' will only work if the user manually selectsto create
the new test into the Draft status. This must be selected manually eachtime the
feature is used, because the defaultselection will always be Approved as described
above.

Note: The option'Convert all requirements to subjects’ works as expected, because
subjectfolders have no workflow status.

QC/ALM - Attachment
Descriptions are Always
Editable

In HPE ALM, the Description field of attachmentsis always editable, regardless of user
permissions and workflow state. This is a known limitation of the ALM system with no
known mitigations. Thislimitationis considered acceptable because attachment
descriptions are not necessarily critical data fields that must be controlled by workflow and
locked by electronic signatures. (It would be beneficial to have that functionality if itwere
possible.)
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Known Issues

Reference ID Name / Description
VF-272 '‘Tester' field of run step appears blank after changing the execution status by using the drop-
down list

Description: When executing a test run in Manual Runner, the Tester field of each test step should
populate with the current user's ID when a step status is selected. This functionality works correctly
when using the Pass/Fail buttons, but not when selecting the status directly from the drop-down list.

Impact: This issue is limited to the user interface, because the Tester field is being populated inthe
back-end. The user interface will reflectthis the next time the screenis properly refreshed.

Workaround: Wait forthe next action that causes the screento refresh. The data willbecome
visible.

VF-338 'Pin to Baseline'should not be permitted on test sets with signatures.

Description: Currently, VERA will allow the Pin to Baseline action a test set with pre-execution
approval signaturesin the Ready for Execution workflow state, as long as no test runs exist within the
test set. Thisis anissue, because pinning to a baseline may cause the deletion of any test instance
not associated with the baseline, which would invalidate the pre -execution approval signature(s).

Impact: Forteams using both baselining and approvals on testsets, the Test Set Designers mustbe
careful of using the Pin To Baseline feature after pre-execution approvals are complete. Once the
firstrunis executed in the test set, then the risk is removed, because the Pin To Baseline feature will
become disabled.

For teamsthat do not use both baselining and approvals on testsets, then this issue will have no
impact.

Workaround: If the issue arises, then the Test Set Designer should revise the test set and re-route
for pre-execution approval.

VF-349 Requirement Managers cannot reorder entities in the Requirements module

Description: A RequirementManagerisunable to reorder requirementrecords using the toolbar
buttons inthe Requirements module.

Impact: A RequirementManagerthatis notalso a RequirementAuthor will need to requesta
RequirementAuthorto make the udpates.

Workaround: It is recommended thatthe RequirementManager should be assigned Requirement
Author permissions, also.

Description: The VERA SmartPaste feature will not work correctly if it encounters a field that is
configured to be reset in the new copy, but the field does notactually exist on the record being
copied. This most typically will happen if a requirementfield is configured to be reset, but the field
doesnotexistin all requirementtypes.

Impact: When this configuration issue exists, it will preventthe user from completing the Smart Paste
action on certain records.

Workaround: Administrators canimplementaworkaround into their configurations by either
excluding the field from the "reset on copy" configuration, or by creating a new record type to
correspond with the requirementtype that has the special field. Contact Tx3 Support for more
assistance.

VF-376

ALM 12.55 error"You don't have permission to execute this action" appears when usertry to
cancel run by using " X" button on manual runner

Description: In QC/ALM 12.55,if a user starts a test run in Manual Runner, then selectsto cancel
the test run without saving, an error message will display and the run will not be cancelled.

Impact: This issue impacts all VERA projects in QC/ALM 12.55. Priorversions of QC/ALM are not
impacted.

Workaround: Thereis no workaroundto allow arun to be cancelled withoutsaving in QC/ALM
12.55. The onlyoptionis to select "Yes" to save the run, and then select to cancel it using VERA's
electronic workflow.

VF-386

"VERA Signature Verification" does not gracefully support missing user names

Description: The VERA Signature Verification utility will fail to verify an electronic signature if the
signature is missing a fullname of the signer.

Impact: Organizationsthatdo not have full names configured for their QC/ALM users will not be able
to verify the integrity of their electronic signatures using the VERA Signature Verification Utility.

Workaround: Tx3 recommends thatfull names should be configured for all QC/ALM users that will
create electronic signatures. If you have a need to verify the integrity of electronic signatures
generated withoutfull names, then please contact Tx3 Supportfor assistance.

VF-393

VERA 2.x Does not recognize the ALM Type field for Runs without the prefix

Description: When evaluating approval route rules fortest runs, QC/ALM does not recognize the
displayed value in the Run Type field. (e.g. MANUAL, BUSINESS-PROCESS).

Impact: This issue onlyimpacts administrators when designing approval route rules. Administrators
can use the workaround listed below to mitigate thisissue, and users will not be impacted.

Workaround: When configuring approval route rules fortest runs, if a rule mustreference the run's
Type field, then prefix the value with "hp.qc.run." in your Approval Policy.json file.

Example: hp.gc.run.MANUAL
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VF-398 Workflow script error when smart deleting a test case which exists in testset
Description: In some cases, an error will display while transitioning between modules after using the
SmartDelete feature on a test case entity that was not removed from all test sets priorto deletion.
Impact: This errorwill be an occasional nuisance to users. It doesnot prevent the SmartDelete
feature from functioning.
Workaround: It is recommended thattest cases are removed from all test sets before using Smart
Delete. This will preventthe error. Alternatively, the user can refresh theirlogin session after the
error occurs.
NOTE: VERA will not allow a test case to be deleted if it has existing test runs. This issue and
guidance islimited to test cases that were added to one or more test sets, but that were not yet
executed.

VF-414 Intermittent Error Message when Using Password Encryption Utility
Description: When using the VERA Password Encryption Utility, an intermittenterror may display
when the utility attemptsto access the system clipboard. (COMException: OpenClipboard Failed
(Exception from HRESULT: 0x800401D0 (CLIPBRD_E_CANT_OPEN)))
Impact: Thisissue onlyimpacts administrators using the VERA Tocsa Integration solution. No other
users should have a need to use the Password Encryption Utility.
Workaround: When the error displays, retry the encryption operation.

VF-424 Clipboard error when copying version information text
Description: An error can occur when pressing the "Copy to Clipboard" button in the VERA version
information screen. Error message: "OpenClipboard Failed (Exception from HRESULT: 0x800401D0
(CLIPBRD_E_CANT_OPEN)).
Impact: This issue can occurintermittently when using the Smart Copy actionin the VERA Action
Menu.
Workaround: Try againto see ifthe issue immediately resolvesitself. If it doesn't, try closing other
applicationsthatmay have a lock on the clipboard.

VF-440 Cannot make a Test Step field editable when the Edit Step Action is prevented

Description: VERA doesnot allow a design step field to be configured as editable when the test
case itself is in a workflow state that does not allow editing.

Impact: This issue prevents administrators from configuring a business rule allowing a specific
design step field (such as a commentsfield) to be editable by approvers when a test case is routing
forapproval.

Workaround: Consultwith Tx3 Supportif you have a business case requiring this functionality. We
may be able to identify a workaround configuration for your use case.

Description: The CSV Data Importer feature will allow importing attachmentsto recordsin a
workflow state where this would normally be prevented (such as 'Routing for Approval' or 'Approved").
Impact: Usersmightbe ableto use the CSV Data Importerto importattachmentsto a record that
has already received one or more electronic signatures. (Note: This only appliesto requirements
and test cases. It also only appliesto adding attachments, notremoving existing attachm ents.)
Workaround: None

VF-484 CSV Importer: Updates fail on some fields on aline that contains a value in the Subject field
Description: When usingthe CSV Data Importerfeature to update existing test cases, the update
may fail if a Subjectfield is specified inline with the test reference inthe CSV file.

Impact: This issue will cause certain rows of the data importoperation to fail while updating existing
test cases.

Workaround: The dataimporter supports specifying the test case Subject field (foldername) ona
separate line preceding the test case's line. This technique will preventthe above issue from
occurring during an update operation.

VF-486 CSV Importer: Utility does not validate the file extension before importing

Description: The CSV Data Importer feature will not validate the file extension of a file selected for
import

Impact: Userscan attemptto importnon-CSV files, which will resultin a file parsing error.

Workaround: Userswill need to restart the wizard if they accidentally tryto importanon-CSVfile.
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VF-492 Transition Reason doesn't support including Revision Number with a different Label

VF-502 CSV DataImporter: Missing attachments are uploaded as blank files w/out error
Description: When importing attachments using the CSV Data Importer, if the file path or file name
doesnot exist, then an empty attachment of the expected name is created instead. No erroror
warning is provided to the user.

Impact: The record will have an empty (0 KB) attachment.
Workaround: Afterrunningthe CSV Data Importer, the user should verify that no attachments have
a size of 0 KB. Alternatively, attachments can be uploaded manually after the records are imported.

VF-503 CSV Datalmporter: Recordversion numbers areincremented, even when the record is not
updated
Description: When usingthe CSV Data Importerin version-controlled projects, the QC/ALM version
number may be incremented even when no changes are made to the record.

Impact: If the userattempts to use the importerto update a record that is locked by the VERA
workflow, then the record version number will be incremented even after the update is prevented by
VERA. This will give the incorrectappearance that the locked record was modified.

Workaround: Usersand auditors can verify and prove that no actual changeswere made to the
locked record by viewing the record’s Audit History.

VF-504 CSV Datalmporter: Req Traceability failures are not clearly reported by the utility
Description: When using the CSV Data Importerto importrequirementtraceability, if an error occurs
while creating a trace link, then the Importer reports that the entire record failed toimporteven if itis
onlythe traceability portion that failed.

Impact: The usermay not realize that the record actually imported unless they search for itin
ALM. Furthermore,they may not understand the source of the errormessage orhow to resolveit.
Workaround: When troubleshooting importerrors, users should search for imported records my
Path and Name. If they discover a record did actually import, they should verify whether traceability
may have been the root of the failure and continue troubleshooting from there.

VF-590 Called tests are not evaluated inside a baseline

Description: Pre-execution approval rules are not correctly enforced when a test case inside a
baselined testset contains called tests. The current status of the called tests will be evaluated
instead of the baselined status of the called tests.

Impact: This issue only impacts test cases that both a) contain called tests and b) are used inside a
test set thatis pinned to a baseline. Pre-execution approval enforcementworks as expected when
using test cases without called tests inside a baseline, and also when using test cases with called
tests outside of a baseline.

Workaround: Manual procedures mustbe usedto ensure that all called tests are approved before
pinning a test setto a baseline.
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VF-636

Smart Delete does not clear the integration fields for the Test Case or Execution List in Tosca

Issue: Whendeleting a Tosca test case or Tosca test setin ALM, the corresponding synchronization
IDs are not deleted within Tosca.

Impact: This issue onlyimpacts users using Tx3's integration betwe en Micro Focus ALM and
Tricentis Tosca.

Workaround: When a synchronized record is deleted from within ALM, manual clean-up mustbe
donein Tosca.

VF-665

VERA Data Import Utility does not properly handle invalid requirementtypes

Issue: The VERA Data Import Utility displays a confusing error message when itencounters an
invalid requirementtype in an importfile

Impact: Userswill have difficulty troubleshooting importfailures if theirimportfile contains
requirementtypesthat do not existin the project.

Workaround: Thereis no workaround for this issue.

VF-686

CSV Datalmporter: wrong error message when user tries to update status field to value other
than Draft

Issue: The VERA Data lmport Utility displays a confusing error message when animportoperation
violates workflow status rules.

Impact: Userswill have difficulty troubleshooting importfailures if theirimportfile contains records
that cannot be imported due to their current workflow state.

Workaround: Thereis no workaround for this issue.

VF-688

Only last attachmentis added to requirement if there are more than 1 attachment path

Issue: The VERA Data Import Utility cannot upload more than one attachmentfora record. If more
than one attachmentis specified, only the last attachmentis uploaded and no error is displayed.

Impact: Users may not realize that an imported record is missing some expected attachments.

Workaround: Usersshould only configure theirimportfilesto importone attachmentper
record.

Formatting issues in the 'Rich Text" field

Issue: Extra whitespace (line breaks/ tabs) is sometimes added to the Rich Text field whenitis
saved.

Impact: This issue impacts users using the Rich Text field in the Requirements modlue.

Workaround: Usearegularmemo field (with HTML formatting) instead of the Rich Text field.

Unexpected error when using '‘Convert to tests' feature in the Requirements module

Issue: An unexpected exception will occur if the "Convert to tests" feature is used before the user
has accessed the Test Plan module in the current session. The VERA workflow scriptwill attemptto
evaluate the creation rules for Test Cases from within the Requirements Module. In the background,
this evaluation logic requires accessing workflow objects from the Test Plan module. However,if the
user has not yet navigated to Test Plan within the currentlogin session, then Test Plan's workflow will
remain uninitialized.

Impact: Users will be unable to use this feature withoutusing the workaround below.

Workaround: Navigate to the Test Plan module before using the "Convertto Tests" feature inthe
Requirements module. (Justviewingthe Test Plan module isenough.No needto refresh or
complete any actions.) Navigating to the Test Plan module causesthe Test Plan workflow objects to
initialize. They willremain initialized when the user navigates away from Test Plan into the
Requirements Module, and "Convertto Tests" will work as documented.

VF-782

Issues with VERA dialog windows on dual monitors (Intermittent)

Issue: Variousissueshave been reported with VERA dialog windows when using dual
monitors. Some examples:
e When entering justification textinto the VERA Change Reason dialog in Manual Runner, the
"OK" button cannotbe pressed.
¢ When approving atest run, the "Approve"button cannotbe pressed.
